FREQUENCY RESPONSE

The frequency responser of the

A/A 9045-1™ is measured in an
anechoic environment at a distance of
one meter while using a 2.82 volt swept
sine input. This measurement is useful
in determining the accuracy in which
the enclosure reproduces the input
signal. The combination of the low fre-
guency loudspeaker and the constant
directivity horn results in a flat response
as shown in Figure 1

DIRECTIVITY

Beamwidth and directivity factors are
derived from the -8 dB points from the
polar plots (see figure 4) which are
measured in a whole space anechoic
environment.

These are specifications which provide
a reference to the coverage
characteristics of the enclosure.
